Test Session Results:  The WVARC VE’s held a test session on May 3rd, and SEVEN tests were attempted and passed!!!!!  Six people took and passed the Tech level exam:  Jerry Anderson (KC9NPS), Chris Rodgers (KC9NPR), Caleb Durham (KC9NPX), Bernie Jones (KC9NPP), and Jerry Bussen (KC9NPQ), along Brian Buckler, KD8IMO who came over from Ohio.  Jack Durham (KC9MWL) is now a General level operator.  CONGRATULATIONS to all of you for making it such a successful morning!!!

The Whitewater Valley Amateur Radio Club VE-Team holds testing opportunities on the first Saturday in February, May, August, and November, with the next session on August 2, 2008.  Tests are given at the American Red Cross from 9 to 11 a.m.  Prior to the Test Session, the VE’s will meet for breakfast at 8 a.m. at the VFW, located at 213 South 8th Street in Richmond.  All hams and prospective hams are welcome.

Wayne County ARES:  On each Wednesday at noon the 147.270 repeater will automatically run an Amateur Radio Emergency Service (ARES) test alert that will run at the same time that the Wayne County 9-1-1 Center test the emergency sirens in Richmond.  (These are the strange noises you hear at that time on the RFD dispatch frequency as each siren is sent a message to turn on.)
 
This test will serve to remind all of us that at any moment that you as an amateur radio operator may be needed to serve your community.  If you haven't joined your local ARES group, please contact your Emergency Coordinator (EC) to register.  For Wayne County please contact Ron Stier (W9ICZ).
